ORDER

          The petitioner Association submitted the copy of judgement dated 21.12.2011 in CWP No.5222 of 2010 (O&M) alongwith comments on 31.05.2012. However PSPCL has not filed any document  in this regard. The petitioner took serious objection on the delay in the study report of CPRI. PSPCL submitted that the team of CPRI has arrived and is starting its study shortly. 

         After hearing the parties, the Commission directs PSPCL to implement  the aforesaid judgement  dated 21.12.2011 of Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court immediately. The Commission further  directs the PSPCL to associate the petitioner Association and get the report of CPRI studies expedited.
