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 ORDER     


   The petitioner has filed this review petition seeking review of Order dated 01.06.2012 laying down the policy for grant of continuous process status to industrial consumers – revised procedure. The petitioner has prayed:

(i)    Review Clause 4 sub-clause-II of order dated 1.6.2012 and clarify that requirement of load during non peak load hour shall be independent of requirement of load during peak load hour.

(ii)     Set aside the PR Circular No.6 of 2012 dated 6.7.2012.

(iii)     Pass any such further orders as the Commission may deem fit in the facts and circumstances of the case.

     The review petition was admitted and PSPCL was directed to file reply by 28.08.2012. PSPCL has filed reply vide C.E./ARR & TR affidavit dated 30.08.2012 and has submitted as under:-

Clause 4 sub clause II states  that the consumer shall indicate his demand requirement of continuous process during non-peak load hours, weekly off days or during other such declared restrictions (restricted period) on industry which would not exceed demand required during peak hours, enhanced by twenty-five percent. This demand shall however, not exceed his contract demand. There is  no such limitation of reducing the sanctioned contract demand as claimed by the petitioner. 

2. Moreover the connection of the petitioner falls under other exempted category of consumers as per PR Circular  06/2010 dated 31.05.2010 and while imposing any restrictions on the industrial consumers the Essential and other Exempted categories are always being excluded from observing the regulatory measures. The petitioner has filed this petition without checking / clarifying these facts.

3. According to the provisions of the Order of the Commission dated 01.06.2012, the filing of self declaration Performa is mandatory for all the existing continuous process status consumers and is required to ensure equal applicability of instruction to all the existing as well as the prospective category-IV consumers.

 PSPCL has prayed to set aside the Review Petition.

After hearing the petitioner and respondent, it is clarified that the restriction of twenty five percent enhanced demand than the demand required during peak load hours shall be applicable only on weekly off days or during any other such restrictions on industry and shall not be applicable on normal days.

The Review Petition is disposed of accordingly.
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
