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ORDER
          This petition has been filed by PSPCL to allow the licensee to introduce Voluntary Disclosure Scheme for Domestic Supply/Non-residential Supply (DS/NRS) consumers for a period of three months in the interest of consumers as well as PSPCL. The petition had been fixed for admission on 24.01.2012. The Commission heard the petitioner who explained the salient features of the scheme viz-a-viz public interest and interest of the utility. It was explained that there was a very good response to the Voluntary Disclosure Scheme for voluntarily disclosing unauthorized load by Domestic Supply (DS) consumers earlier introduced vide CC No.21/2011 dated 3.6.2011 by PSPCL with the approval of the Commission. In view of this, the PSPCL has proposed to provide one more opportunity to domestic consumers and introduce Voluntary Disclosure Scheme for non-residential supply consumers to give an opportunity to get their unauthorized load regularized within three months from publication of notice. After hearing the petitioner, the Commission allows PSPCL to introduce the VDS for DS and NRS consumers as under:-
i) There will be no checking of connected load during the period VDS remains in force and no penalty for unauthorized extension in load disclosed voluntarily shall be levied.

ii) Total connected load shall be computed as specified in Condition 9 of the Conditions of Supply approved by the Commission.

iii) Service Connection Charges recoverable shall be in accordance with the provisions of Regulation 9 of the Supply Code and as approved by the Commission. 

iv) The rates of Initial Security recoverable shall be as specified in the Schedule of General Charges approved by the Commission.

v) Service Connection Charges and rates of Security shall be recoverable for the extension in load only. However, the total load (including extension) shall be considered for the purpose of determining slab rate of service connection charges and rates of Security.

vi) While regularizing the load under VDS, field officers shall ensure that the connection is not being misused by the consumer for any other purpose i.e. Industrial / AP etc.

vii) After computing the load as mentioned above in  ii), the consumer will submit A&A form along with Test Report and deposit requisite charges. During the VDS period, the load will be deemed to be regularized from the date of submission of A&A form alongwith the Test Report and requisite charges.

viii) Augmentation of service line / transformer and the power system (including conversion from single phase to three phase) and change of meter etc. shall be carried out by the PSPCL at its own cost.

ix) DS/NRS consumers shall be allowed to extend their load under VDS subject to the condition that total load after extension does not exceed  100 KW

                     The VDS will be available only for three months and shall not be extended further.  



       After closure of the scheme the Utility shall furnish category-wise information to the Commission about:-

(i) No. of consumers (separately under DS/NRS categories ) who availed  the VDS
(ii) Total Load declared under the scheme separately for DS and NRS categories
(iii) Amount received in respect of Service Connection Charges / Initial Security.                                                    
          The petition is disposed of accordingly.
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
