ORDER


1.
The Punjab State Power Corporation Limited (PSPCL) has filed this petition for including Kinnow Grading and Waxing Centres as Seasonal Industry under clause 18.2 of the General Conditions of Tariff as circulated through Commercial Circular No.36/2006 issued on 14.7.2006. PSPCL has stated that there is significant production of kinnows in the State and consequently as many as 25 Kinnow Grading and Waxing Centres have been set up in the last two years which run for 3 to 4 months in a year only whereas charges for supply of electricity are recovered for the whole year.

The petition came up for hearing on 25.5.2010 when the representative of PSPCL was asked to supply the following information in respect of existing Kinnow Grading and Waxing centres:

(a)
Connected load.

(b)
Applicable tariff.

(c)
Period in which electricity connection was used, if 
disconnected after the season.


(d)
Total revenue collected by the Board during the season and in 

the off season.


(e)
Expected revenue if such centres are covered under the 
Seasonal Industry category.

PSPCL furnished the above details as sought in its submissions filed on 30.8.2010. A scrutiny of the information furnished by PSPCL indicated that these Grading and Waxing Centres were not uniformly treated in respect of category of supply and tariff payable. Accordingly, PSPCL was directed to frame a clear policy for the release of connections. On 26.11.2010, PSPCL clarified that it proposes to release electricity connections to Kinnow Grading and Waxing Centres under the category of Seasonal Industry and tariff is proposed to be charged accordingly. It was further stated that existing centres running under the NRS category would also be converted to Seasonal Industry category.

It is evident that kinnow grading and waxing activity occurs for a few months in a year. Accordingly, the Commission concurs with PSPCL’s proposal to classify Kinnow Grading and Waxing Centres as Seasonal Industry under clause 18.2 of the General Conditions of Tariff. PSPCL would ensure that all such existing units running under any other category are immediately converted to Seasonal Industry and will apply all the terms and conditions of this category including tariff.

The petition is disposed of accordingly.
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
