ORDER


1.
This petition has been filed by the Punjab State Power Corporation Limited (PSPCL) with the prayer that the Commission may allow it to levy electricity charges @ Rs.50/- BHP per month at flat rate from AP consumers and at a rate 51 paise per KWH from metered  supply AP consumers with effect from 22.1.2010. Collection of these charges is proposed to be effected on a six monthly basis with bills being issued in April/May (for the months of January to June) and October/November (for the months of July to December) in each year in the case of AP consumers being charged at flat rate whereas metered AP supply would be paid for on a monthly basis. The proposal is reportedly based on a decision of the Council of Ministers.
2.
On receipt of this petition, PSPCL was on 18.8.2010 asked to confirm that the proposal would not imply any adverse financial implications for the utility. In response, PSPCL submitted on 11.11.2010 that there would be no financial loss as revenue for some of the billing months will be received in advance which will offset the loss on account of payments received late for the balance period. 
3.
The Commission notes that there is no change in the Government’s commitment to pay remaining portion of the agricultural tariff as determined by the Commission in the Tariff Order of 2009-10 and 2010-11. In the circumstances, prayer made in this petition is allowed.
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
