ORDER
                                This petition has been filed  under Section 86(1)(f) of the Electricity Act, 2003 seeking adjudication of disputes between the petitioner and the respondent. The Commission was of the view that the matter be referred for arbitration by a person to be nominated by the Commission.  Accordingly the petitioner was directed vide Commission’s Order dated 21.12.2010  to submit the names of the arbitrators to whom the dispute may be referred. The petitioner vide memo dated 21st May 2011, submitted three names including that of Hon’ble Mr Justice Anil Dev Singh, former Chief Justice of Rajasthan High Court and former Chairman  of Appellate Tribunal for Electricity. The Commission vide its Order dated 24.08.2011 sought consent of the respondent, PSPCL. The respondent conveyed its consent vide memo No.5750/Sr.Xen/TR-5/426 dated 7.9.2011. The Commission vide its Order dated  14.9.2011 decided to request Hon’ble Justice Anil Dev Singh to convey his consent and other terms and conditions for his appointment as sole arbitrator.



Accordingly  Hon’ble Justice Anil Dev Singh was requested vide memo No.PSERC/Reg.380/5447 dated 16.9.2011 to convey his consent. He has conveyed his willingness to be a sole arbitrator to settle the dispute between the petitioner and respondent vide his letter dated September 21, 2011.


The Commission considered today the consent conveyed by Hon’ble Justice Anil Dev Singh (Retd.), former Chief Justice, Rajasthan High Court and  former Chairperson of Appellate Tribunal for Electricity to act as sole arbitrator to adjudicate the disputes between Tata Power Trading Company Limited  and Punjab State Power Corporation Limited and decides to nominate Justice Anil Dev Singh (Retd.), B-442, New Friends Colony, New Delhi-110065 as sole arbitrator to adjudicate and settle the disputes between the parties arising out of Agreement dated 15th June, 2009 for supply of electricity by Tata Power Trading Company Limited to Punjab State Power Corporation Limited. The nomination of Justice Anil Dev Singh (Retd.) is made as sole arbitrator in terms of Regulations 20, 21, 22 and 23 of Punjab State Electricity Regulatory Commission (Conduct of Business) Regulations 2005 and provisions of Section 158 of the Electricity Act 2003. The parties are hereby directed to refer their dispute to the  arbitrator for settlement under the provisions of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act 1996. The arbitrator shall fix arbitration fee in consultation with parties as per Section 31(8) of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act. He shall give and forward the award with relevant documents to the Commission within six months.

The petition is disposed of accordingly.
