ORDER

      The petition has been filed by  Jai Parvati Forge Limited,  Vill. Bhagwanpur, Barwala Road, Dera Bassi, Distt. Mohali under Clause 5.2 (Note ii) of the Conditions of Supply of the Licensee, PSPCL, approved by the Commission. The petitioner has submitted that it has a large supply connection with sanctioned load of 2394.744 KW and contract demand of 2300 KVA at 11 KV supply voltage since 05.12.2008. The petitioner has applied for extension in load of 2105.256 KW/CD of 1700 KVA making total load as 4500 KW/4000 KVA CD at 11 KV supply voltage.  The petitioner has submitted that his requisition  was considered by the feasibility clearance committee (FCC) on 23.11.2011 and case was deferred with the observation that being a power intensive unit, the extension in load/CD should be released at 66 KV voltage only and not at 11 KV supply voltage. The petitioner again requested PSPCL vide letter dated  17.12.2011 to reconsider the grant of feasibility clearance for extension of load in terms of note (ii) of clause 5.2 of Conditions of Supply which reads as under:-
“In case there is any constraint in releasing a connection at the specified voltage, the Board may cater the supply at a lower voltage on payment of surcharge as specified in the General Conditions of Tariff.”

That the case was reconsidered in FCC meeting held on 20.12.2011 and was rejected with the following decision:-

“FCC observed that the non-availability of land for 66 KV Sub Station is a constraint of the firm but not for PSPCL, so being a power intensive unit, extension in load/CD should be released at 66 KV supply voltage only, not at 11 KV supply voltage. Therefore FCC decided  to reject the case and asked CE/South Zone, Patiala to intimate the consumer”.

The petitioner has prayed for directing PSPCL to consider grant of feasibility clearance for extension in load of 2105.256 KW/1700 KVA CD to the existing load of 2394.744 KW/2300 KVA CD at 11 KV supply voltage with payment of surcharge as per General Conditions of Tariff as provided under note (ii) of clause 5.2 of Conditions of Supply.


The petition was admitted vide Order dated 17.02.2012 of the Commission. PSPCL was directed to verify factual position with regard to the constraint of space and file reply by 06.03.2012. PSPCL has filed reply vide C.E./ARR & TR memo No.5198/99/Sr.Xen/TR-5/507 dated 09.03.2012. PSPCL reproduced the decision of FCC meeting held on 20.12.2011 and submitted that provision of COS 5.2 note (ii) should not be made applicable and this  industry should be allowed this extension in load at 66 KV supply voltage as per decision of FCC. It has further been submitted that there is indeed space constraint for setting up 66 KV Sub Station within the premises of the industry. The Commission notes that constraint of space for setting up 66 KV Sub Station in the premises of petitioner should have been kept in view while planning extension in load by the petitioner which is to be catered at 66 KV voltage only as per Conditions of Supply of PSPCL and approved by the Commission.

         The prayer of the petitioner for directing PSPCL to consider feasibility clearance for extension in load of 2105.256 KW/1700 KVA contract demand to the existing load of 2394.744 KW/2300 KVA CD thus making the total load as 4500 KW/4000 KVA  at 11 KV voltage with payment of surcharge as per General Conditions of Tariff  as provided under note (ii) of clause 5.2 of Conditions of Supply  is hereby rejected.

      The petition is disposed of accordingly.
