    ORDER


Director/Distribution and Director/Commercial, PSPCL, attended the hearing in compliance with the directions of the Commission and explained that time of 30 days for feasibility clearance  as per Regulation 5.6  of Punjab State Electricity Regulatory Commission (Electricity Supply Code and Related Matters) Regulations 2007 is practically  not sufficient to issue feasibility clearance. They further submitted that this period needs to be enhanced to 120 days. The Commission directed PSPCL to submit a proposal for amendment in the Supply Code along with any other amendments considered necessary so that the matter is reviewed  by the Supply Code Review Panel urgently.
           It was further intimated by PSPCL that only one case of feasibility clearance was now pending clearance as certain legal issues were involved. The Commission directed  PSPCL to put on its website the list of all overloaded     and underloaded sub-stations so that the consumers keep the same in view while  locating their new industry/planning expansion.

Keeping in view the substantial progress shown by the Utility in feasibility clearance and the fact that only one case is pending now, that too due to legal complications, the Commission decides to drop the  proceedings under Section 142 of the Electricity Act 2003 and regularize the delay in granting feasibility clearance as one time measure and with clear stipulation that it shall not  form a precedent for violation of Regulations 5.6, 6.3(b) and 6.3(c) of Punjab State Electricity Regulatory Commission (Electricity Supply Code and Related Matters) Regulations 2007. Supply Code shall stand relaxed  to that extent.

The petition is decided accordingly.
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
