ORDER


The petition has been filed by Punjab State Power Corporation Limited (PSPCL) with the prayer that it may be authorized to take the regulatory measures mentioned below with respect to Category IV Continuous Process Industrial consumers for safe and secure operation of the grid as per system requirement on real time, except essential and exempted categories.

1. Extension in the peak load restriction hours to 24 hours from existing three hours to category IV consumers.

2. Curtailment in  peak load exemptions upto  50% from the existing peak load exemptions already granted.

The petition has been admitted but the prayer was not allowed by the Commission vide its Order dated 16.08.2011. Further the petitioner was directed to furnish the following information:-

(i) Own generation

(ii) Share from BBMB

(iii) Long term and short term contracts

(iv) Power received through banking

(v) Central Sector share

(vi) Open Access import

(vii) Drawal/Scheduled Power

The petitioner filed the information vide C.E./ARR & TR  memo No.5777/Sr.Xen/TR-5/483 dated 15.9.2011.The Commission considered the information supplied in the hearing dated 27.9.2011 and noted that the information  contained in the list of Continuous Process Industries is inadequate and  does not serve the purpose. Some of the discrepancies were pointed out to the Chief Engineer/PPR. The petitioner  was directed vide Commission’s Order dated 30.9.2011 to review and submit the revised  list of  Continuous Process Industries clearly indicating the  minimum load required exclusively for Continuous Process out of the total  load of the industry. 

The Order was reserved.      

The Commission considered the matter in its meeting on 4.10.2011 and observed that information asked for is not forthcoming and is likely to take more time. PSPCL is directed to submit the revised list of Continuous Process Industries alongwith the minimum load required for each Continuous Process expeditiously in compliance of the Commission’s Order dated 30.9.2011. 
The Commission decides that the prayer of the petitioner can not be allowed in the interest of the Continuous Process Industry. The petition is dismissed.     
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
