ORDER

The Commission vide its Order dated 08.07.2011 has directed PSPCL to file information regarding financial liability on account of electricity connections that might have been released to Cellular Mobile Phone Towers on Industrial Tariff during period from 16.2.2009 to 18.5.2011 when Commercial Circular No.9 of 2009 remained in force.


PSPCL has filed the reply vide Chief Engineer/ARR & TR memo No.5646/Sr.Xen/TR-5/435 dated 29.7.2011 by way of additional submissions intimating as under:-       
“(i)     That after the issue of CC No.9/09 dated 16.2.2009, 113 Nos. new   connections of Cellular Mobile Phone Tower sites have been released under industrial Category till 18.5.2011 for which instructions have already been issued vide CC No.19/2011 dated 18.5.2011 to convert these back into ‘NRS’ Category. Financial implications to the tune of Rs.71.43 Lacs have been estimated on account of difference of tariff between ‘NRS’ and industrial Category for these 113 Nos. connections.

(ii)  However, after issue of CC 9/09, no existing connection of cellular Mobile Tower, released under ‘NRS’ Category, has been converted to industrial category.”
               The Commission directs PSPCL to recover the amount of Rs.71.43 Lac from the consumers. 
               The Commission further orders that PSPCL shall pay by way of  penalty Rs.25000/-  for issuing Commercial Circular 9/09 without the  approval of the Commission.
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
